Year 1

This half term the children in Year 1 will be looking at
games that their grandparents played before computers,
mobile phones and tablets came out. During our Inspira-
tion Day the children had the opportunity to play tradi-
tional games like snakes and ladders, marbles and
hoops, wooden blocks and connect four. They also
made their own chatterboxes and created their own toys
and games.

In maths we are learning a few different concepts. Year
1 is currently comparing 2 digit numbers up to 100 and
seeing which number is more than another and which
number is less than a number. The children are using
base 10 materials to help consolidate their learning and to help prove their answers. Afterwards they will
be moving onto time, money and measure.

With English we are focusing on story writing and breaking down the different parts of a story: beginning,
middle and end. The children have been adding more details to their stories including adjectives and
verbs, a variety of punctuation marks and suffixes.

Last half term, the children in Year 1 went to the Science Museum. They got to explore the museum and
visit lots of the exhibits but they were mostly fascinated with the space exhibit.
