As we have entered the Christmas season there has been a lot of excitement 
amongst the Reception children and staff. Everyone has been very busy rehearsing, 
making props and learning songs ready for their special assembly: Born in a Barn. 
The performances were wonderful. All of the children did themselves and their fami-
lies proud!  
The children have been introduced to different aspects of winter this half term 
through stories such as óJack Frostô, óSnowman, óStickmanô and óKatieôs London 
Christmasô. They have learnt new facts about what happens during this season and 
they became ówinter detectivesô, looking for signs of winter in their local environ-
ment. They have also enjoyed taking part in an ice investigation, exploring the 
changes that happen to ice as it melts and describing how it feels using ówowô 
vocabulary. They were predicting what may happen to the ice if it was held in 
our hands, if it was leaf it in the sun or if it was kept in the freezer. You might 
like to think about continuing the theme at home by asking your child to tell 
you what they know about winter. You could visit local parks, look around and 
discuss how the trees and plants are all wet and glossy or maybe even cov-
ered in a white frost. Give your child a plastic bowl of ice cubes and let them 
make their own discoveries. 
The children have had the opportunity to explore a range of creative activi-
ties.   They have been creating cards and calendars, making their own stick-
men and writing lists to Santa.   
The children have been getting busy outside too, working together to build a 
bridge with the building blocks and using their imaginations to stay safe from 
goblins!  
The Reception children took part in lots of counting and ordering activities 
with numbers up to 20 to secure their knowledge of óteenô numbers and place 
value. They were finding one more and one less than a given number. They 
have also begun to look at number bonds to 10 as they used practical re-
sources and numicon to support their understanding of addition.   
The children have been focused on using the correct language when talking 
about simple capacity such as full, half full, half empty, empty, nearly full and 
nearly empty. Using various containers in the water tray, the children were 
making óGoblin Juiceô and were able to show these different measures.   
You can encourage your child to play with different size and shaped contain-
ers at home in the bath. Set them challenges, for example óHow many small 
containers of water will fit into the larger container?ô Encourage your child to 
estimate how many and then check by counting how many small containers 
of water they can pour into the larger container.
