Safeguarding 

Probably the most important part of our duty as a school is 
ensuring that the children here are kept safe, taught how to 
keep themselves safe and that we keep parents regularly 
updated and informed about safeguarding.  The school has 
a number of policies that link to making Brampton Primary 
School as safe as it can possibly be -safeguarding, anti-
bullying, behaviour, Prevent Duty, school rules etc.  Whilst 
having a written policy does not in itself keep children safe, 
the training of staff, regular briefings and the ethos in the 

school all support the 'rule' that children come first and that their safety is para-
mount. 

Our school website contains links to many of our policies and guidance documents 
that form the framework for safety in school and is a good place to go for reassur-
ance and to find out more for yourself.  The government document, Keeping Chil-
dren Safe in Education sets out the responsibilities for all schools and educational 
settings across the country in terms of safety of the child.  It provides information 
around how young people can be vulnerable or drawn into things that are inappro-
priate and could be harmful - gangs, use of online platforms, mental health and so 
on. 

Please take some time to read it as it not only sets out school procedures, it is a 
gold mine of information for parents as to the range of dangers children can face if 
not properly equipped to protect themselves. 

Traffic outside school 

Once again the concerns have been raised by many of you about the potential dan-
gers of congestion around the school in the mornings and afternoons.  Whilst the 
school has no powers beyond our premises, we do request that if the journey to 
school is walkable, then please leave your cars at home.  If your journey does re-
quire using a vehicle try to park a little way from the school so as to keep the gates 
clear.  There are many parents who park around the Masterman Road gate making 
crossing dangerous.  It is essential you do not park in the disabled bays as they are 
used by parents of children with disabilities who do need close access.  Thank you 
for your cooperation with this.

The note accompanying this letter explains what being a governor involves. You can also get this

If you decide to stand for election, we would like to draw your attention to the following points: 
You can nominate yourself as a candidate, but you must be a parent or guardian of a child cur-
rently on the school roll.  
You need to complete the form and sign it. Please provide full details to make it possible to con-
tact you if required. 
A personal statement of not more than 100 words should be provided (a typed version if possi-
ble) to be circulated to all parents if there is a need to go to ballot.  
This form must be returned to the school office on or before the closing date. 
 
The closing date to receive the nomination form with your personal statement is 10 a.m. 
on Friday, 10 November 2017. 

 
If there are more candidates than vacancies then a ballot will be organised and ballot papers will 
be sent to all parents with candidates personal statements.

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Term time leave: 

 

ñChanges in the law mean that the Headteacher no 

longer has discretion to allow pupils to take term time 

leave. 

If you take your child out of school for any reason you 

will receive a fine of Ã60 per child per parent if paid 

within 21 days. If this fine were not paid within the time 

limit, the penalty would rise to Ã120 which must be paid 

within 28 days.  

  This means that the mum will be fined Ã60 for each 

child and the dad will be fined Ã60 for each child. 

The government monitors school attendance 

and  punctuality. They look at persistent absence and 

lateness. If your child has attendance of 90% or less 

they are deemed persistent absences and we are asked 

to follow this up and refer to the Local Authority who 

could take you to court. At court, the penalty is either a 

very large fine of up to Ã2,500 or imprisonment. 

Please avoid keeping your child off school unless they 

are very sick and certainly DO NOT TAKE THEM OUT 

OF SCHOOL WHEN THE SCHOOL IS OPEN. Please wait 

until the holidays.ôô      Miss Anjum - Attendance Officer  

Well done to Bangladesh class who have the highest attend-

ance of 100%!
