English

As part of their English lessons, the children in year one have been exploring a variety of
texts by different authors. They have been able to listen to and read poetry by writers such
as Michael Rosen and Jack Prelutsky. The children have enjoyed using their senses to
describe objects and have really enjoyed describing real spaghetti. The children have
begun to use repetition and rhyming words to create their own poems.

The children have been reading ‘Meerkat Mail’ written by Emily Gravett. They have been
using adjectives to describe the main character, Sunny, and have really enjoyed using role
play to demonstrate how meerkats move. The children wrote beautiful sentences about
what meerkats can do with their families and can share facts that they know about .
meerkats. They have also used these skills to explore the story of Where the Wild things are
written by Maurice Sendak. '

Maths -
In maths the children have been exploring numbers. They have been looking at the order of i
numbers and using their existing knowledge of numbers to explain how they know which
number comes next in a number sequence. They have really enjoyed working with their
partners using maths equipment to represent different numbers.

The children have been using objects to count to 20. They have enjoyed counting with Mr
Stripe, our class puppet, and finding one more or one less than any given number. The children have learnt to use a
range of vocabulary when explaining how they found the answer to simple addition questions and have begun to
justify their choice of methods. They have also enjoyed attempting challenge questions which are used to stretch the
children and to use a particular skill. The children really enjoy singing ‘the big number song’. If you would like to
continue work on number with your child, you can access the big number song here:

Thames Barrier Park

Year 1 went on an educational visit to the Thames Barrier Park.
Along with the adults, the children were able to explore the
grounds of the park and find evidence of autumn. The children
enjoyed collecting fallen leaves and pinecones to bring back to
school. Whilst on public transport, the children searched for
evidence of autumn as we travelled and drew fantastic pictures of
the park once we were there. Some children made rubbings of the
surfaces that they came across using crayons and paper, whilst on |
the visit.

Science

In science the children have been learning all about the four sea-
sons. The children can confidently name the seasons and have
discussed the differences between them. They have enjoyed us-
ing their reasoning skills to justify their choice of clothing for
each season. The children have also enjoyed going out into the
school grounds to look for  animals that are common around
this time of year. They were very eager to continue collecting
their data at home.

The children participated in an inspiration day based on our big
question; Can a meerkat live in the North Pole? The children
were able to learn new facts about meerkats and practised mov-
ing like meerkats during P.E. They also made meerkat pictures
using various materials.
